Holy Week and Easter  You are invited to celebrate Holy Week together. 

Palm Sunday worship will be Sunday, March 29 at 10:00 AM, when we 
remember Jesus’ triumphal entry into Jerusalem and begin the journey 
towards the cross.  On Good Friday morning, Friday, April 3, join us for “The 
Way of the Cross” as we will walk around several blocks in Greensburg in 
remembrance of the walk of Christ to the cross. We will begin this outdoor 
drama at the steps of the Westmoreland County courthouse at 11:30 AM and 
walk together to First United Methodist Church, where we will end with a brief 
time of worship in the sanctuary.  Good Friday evening worship will be at 7:00 
PM in our sanctuary. This service will combine the story of Maundy Thursday 
and Good Friday as we share in Holy Communion and hear the story of Jesus’ 
death through a Tenebrae-style service of reflection.  Easter Sunday is April 5, 
and we will gather to celebrate the risen Savior with a joyful service filled with 
celebration, music, and Holy Communion.
